Hiker

The ability to cross-country navigate using a
map and compass, carrying all necessary
equipment. The completion of route cards
and a knowledge of emergency procedures.

This course takes three weekends to
complete.

Minimum age 12 years.

Naturalist

The study of wildlife over two seasons in a
given area, including all flora and fauna, and
compiling a field report and study log.

Course takes two weekends to complete.
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Dedicated Volunteers / Staff

The scheme uses Specialists, Leaders, Explorer and Network
Scouts and friends from all areas of Scouting and beyond. Each
course has a specialist with knowledge in the subject matter, and a
team of experts who assist each specialist, the number depends on
the specialists needs and the badge requirements. Some experts
are only required for a particular session whilst others are involved
during the entire course.

Pro-Badge has a support group, including a cookhouse that does
the cooking for the whole camp. We make adjustments to this where
badge requirements need to be met, e.g. Camp Cook Badge.

The scheme also appoints a Service Team, consisting of previous
participants who want to help. The Service Team assists with all the
duties that need to be performed so that each course runs smoothly.

Facilities

Scout courses are held in Pines Cabin, where male Scouts sleep on
the floor and the girl scouts outside in their tents (girls please bring
one with you if you have one). Depending on the course they are
undertaking. All meals are provided, except on the Survival Skills,
Camper and Camp Cook courses. There is hot and cold running
water and flush toilets in Pines Cabin.

Cost

The cost for Scout courses is £33.00 per weekend. This price
includes all training, food and accommodation for the weekend.

Record of Achievement

Records of Achievements have been produced for all Scout Activity
Badges and are designed to indicate the areas that a Scout has
either passed or is yet to achieve. Record of Achievements are also
designed to help leaders within their troop.



Outdoor Challenge

Essential skills for those heading for the
outdoors. The basics of camp life, and a good
introduction to Pro-Badge.

Camp Cook

Knowledge of wood, fire lighting, menus, food
preparation and cooking, and the care of
utensils. Cook and serve the menu that they
have created.

Camper

The ability to “Scout Camp”, involving the

choice and layout of sites, striking and pitching
tents, camp hygiene, camp cooking, and other
knowledge necessary for successful camping.

Pioneer

The art of knotting and lashing, demonstrating
the ability through various construction
projects.

Outdoor

Survival Skills

The art of survival in rough and wild
conditions, demonstrating the ability to build
shelters, fire lighting and rescue skills. Find
and use wild plants. Filtering and purifying of
water. The cooking of animals.

Minimum age 12 years.

Campsite Service

The ability to assist in the running of a
campsite, including computers, man
management, and the maintenance and care
of the site.

This course takes three weekends to
complete.

The Camper Activity Badge is required to
achieve this badge, but it not a pre requisite to
attending the course.

Global Conservation

The ability to understand and communicate to
others conservation ideas and problems,
explaining the need for conservation on a
national and world concept.

Course takes two weekends to complete.
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
